We are currently in the second lockdown in Germany. Thereby  

personal protective equipment is in great demand, such as FFP2 

masks (Standard EN 149) and protective clothing against infective 

agents (Standard: 14126) specially for medical staff.  

On the other hand, deliveries of PPE to the industry e. g. 

automotive, is currently very difficult: No car sales, employees are 

on short-time work and therefore don't need new PPE at the 

moment.

Relief act during the pandemic

Up to 2020.10.01 it was possible to place
respiratory masks from USA, Canada, 
Australia and Japan on the german market.

Chinese masks could be approved in a 
simplified procedure, without CE marking, 
so-called CPA masks.

Since 1 October 2020, only CE products may be 
placed on the market in Germany. However, 
products that were placed on the market in 
Germany before 1 October 2020 in accordance with 
the relief act “MedBVSV”  may still be sold, i.e.
made available on the German market without any 
limit.
